Laws requiring tithing and oaths of allegiance to the Church of England had been in existence from th
King Henry VIII, long before the emergence of the Quakers. However, between 1661 and 1665, Parlia
determined that the Church oEngland would be the only state religion in Britain. To achieve tha
Parliament passed a number of acts collectively referred to as the Clarendon Code which resulted
harsher treatment for all nomAnglicans. The Code stipulated that all odfic in towns had to be members
the Church of England, all clergy had to use the Book of Common Praygkngbcan ministers were forbidd
to come within 5 miles of an incorporated town, and religious assemblies of more than 5 people (unles:
the same household) were forbidden unless approved by the Church of England. A Declaration of In
suspending these laws was issued by the Catholic King James Il in 1687 and in 1689 Parliament passe
Toleration permitting norAnglicans tkir own places of worship and their own preachers. All-Aoglican
were still barred from holding government positions or attending universities.
